The Evils of Direct Mail Checks
Most of us have seen the Sunday Paper
inserts advertising an order of checks for
only $2.95.  These and other direct mail
companies like Fan Checks (WWF, Britney
Spears) and Designer Checks offer cheap
and unique checks.  Although you may
be saving a few dollars now, you may
regret it later.  These checks are poor in
MICR ink quality and the designs are not
made for microfilm/image technology.

Check printers that work solely with
financial institutions are Federally
regulated in areas like quality, clarity,
design, MICR quality, etc.  Furthermore,
additional security features on the
documents help deter fraudulent
activity.  Direct mail companies are not
regulated.  If you are ordering your
checks directly from a mail order
company, it is likely that their images
are of poor quality.  And you may not
know this until it’s too late.  The original
drafts are destroyed after 90 days and
these poor quality images will be stored
permanently.  Did you know that direct
mail companies make their money off of
selling customer lists?  Your name is
likely sold to credit card companies,
mortgage companies, etc.

The national awards committee of the
Credit Union National Association
(CUNA) has named Linn-Co Federal
Credit Union as the recipient of this
year’s Desjardins Youth Financial
Education Award in the under $50
million asset category.

“The Desjardins Awards recognize
leagues and credit unions that have
significantly improved the state of
youth financial literacy and helped
prepare young people for productive
lives as self-reliant citizens” says Dan
Mica, President and CEO of CUNA.  “All
of this year’s winners bring honor to
the credit union movement and serve
as models for everyone concerned

with the future of consumers in the
U.S. economic system.”

The Desjardins Award is named in
honor of Alphonse Desjardins, the
founder of the North American credit
union movement.  It considers all
activities supporting the personal
financial education of young members
and nonmembers, including, but not
limited to, face-to-face teaching,
publicity, lobbying for curriculum
requirements, teacher and volunteer
training, and promotion and use of
the NEFE High School Financial
Planning Program.

Desjardins established the first
“caisse populaire” (people’s bank) in
Quebec in 1900, and helped establish
the first American credit union in New
Hampshire in 1909.  He was an ardent
believer in the value of teaching
children to save, and he actively
promoted the idea of in-school
savings programs (caisses scolaires).
